· Ford Office Building Cafeteria received three requests but is presently being renovated.  A new vendor has been awarded the cafeteria contract to be effective in mid-September.  We will revisit this site once the renovations are completed.
· Capital Brewing Company received one request, is close to metro and paid parking.  Menu is nice, but will cost more than $25 per person.  So will not fit within our criteria.
· Ft McNair Officers Club  received one request, food is good, but must have military sponsor; cars must be searched to access property; is not close to metro.  So will not fit within our criteria.
· Olive Garden received one request, did not find an Olive Garden in DC.
· Library received one request.  Research did not find library to accommodate 30-35 attendees, close to metro and parking. Will continue to research this suggestion and we welcome additional reviews of this suggestion.
· China Town Restaurant received one request, is near metro, but inadequate meeting room. So will not fit within our criteria.
· Maggianos received one request, is close to metro, has good food, but is over our budget and has a meeting room fee.  So will not fit within our criteria.
· Caucas Room received one request, is close to metro and parking, but is very expensive.   So will not fit within our criteria.
